The recipient must maintain a minimum 3.0 grade point average each academic year while continuing full-time student status at an accredited university/college.   
 
Upon the completion of each academic year, an official transcript must be provided.  Funds will not be released and termination will result if the grade point average requirement is not met.
 
 
Application Deadline:
      Application package must be postmarked by April 30, 2011
 
 
Applicant Criteria:  At the time of application, the applicant must meet the following criteria in order to be eligible for the Scholarship:
· Be a permanent resident of Washington, D.C. (permanent resident may attend college in a location outside of Washington, D.C., however a student from another jurisdiction attending college in Washington, D.C. does not solely constitute residency); 

· Be currently enrolled at an accredited university or college as a full-time undergraduate student at least at the sophomore-level OR a full-time graduate student; 

· Declare a major field of study in a Science, Technology, Engineering, or Math (STEM) discipline; and 

· Have a cumulative 3.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale (or equivalent on other identified scale).
